Wayne (Maintenance)

1. Wayne is your main contact person.  The state president will inform him: 
Date of early arrival

Name of person in charge of parking

Name of person that will be picking up the keys (if not the president)  The keys are to the main building, gate and restrooms

Who is responsible for reading the electric meter (if not the president)

When we need the club trailer brought to the main building

2. The electric meter that is to be read upon arrival is located on the south side of main building.  Give the reading to the state treasurer.

3. The breakers for the hot water heater, oven are located between men’s restroom and kitchen

4. Check the electrical post for the campsites to make sure it is on.

5. The campground will be open as early as Monday before our outing/rally.  Extra nights of camping are $15.00 each.

6. The main building does not need to be open for use until Wednesday of the outings and Tuesday of the rally.  The refrigerators and freezers should be turn on at this time.  Parking crew will be able to open the building in order to retrieve items from club trailer needed to set up the grounds for parking before Wednesday if needed.
7. Camping:  During extreme wet times of the year, used the roadways to camp on and run electric cords over to the hook ups.  There are no fires on the grounds, only grills.  Trash containers are located by parking lot by the main road.  NO SMOKING IN ANY FAIRGROUND BUILDINGS.
