3. Vendors—letters sent to businesses/companies to set up booths or displays, (list updated yearly)

4.  Dealers—letters sent to Winnebago-Itasca dealers to display motorhomes during the rally (list of dealers updated yearly from the area representatives)

5. Door Prizes—letters sent to businesses/companies for a donation of door prizes and/or items for welcome bags (list updated yearly)  

Area Representatives bring two door prizes—Winnebago-Itasca Travelers, Winnebago-Itasca Industries

Iroquois County Fairgrounds gives one free Rally camping fee (Used for prize from drawing of receipt jar)

6.  Local Businesses—letter sent to local businesses for a donation of door prizes and/or items for welcome bags (list updated yearly)

7. Local Chamber of Commerce—letter sent to local office and a personal visit to their office during the Spring outing.  They usually make up welcome bags containing info about the area as well as coupons.  

8. Pre-Rally activities—may start as early as Wednesday prior to the Rally

9.  Set up seminars or craft workshops during the rally.

10. Entertainment for one or both nights—Budget is $300.00 to $500.00

11. Meals—Saturday breakfast is done by a chapter—Sunday breakfast is donuts and drinks.

12. Games—Chapter is in charge.  Prizes are given for 1st and 2nd places.
